MUN or Model United Nations is a simulation of the United Nations conference where 

students role-play as delegates of different countries and attempt to solve real-world issues 

with the policies and perspectives of their assigned portfolio. With this motto, on 17th and 

18th May, Bal Bharati Public School NOIDA hosted the 5th edition of BBPSNDMUN'23. The 

opening ceremony started with the 'Lighting of the Lamp' followed by the school choir and 

the welcome address by Deputy Secretary General Suvanshi Deb and Secretary General 

Hardik Jindal. This year the MUN Society of BBPS established five committees namely 

United Nations General Assembly- The Disarmament and International Security Committee
